Many of the new Synergy modules, come equipped with a 3-posi@on switch that allows you to 
configure the input tube bass response to match the original circuit of the selected module. 
Each amp designer has a specific combina@on of components that make up their input tube 
circuit. This will affect the feel and @ghtness. The Deliverance differs from this arrangement in 
that it automa@cally selects between the two profiles that ideally match the intended 
performance of each channel. This ensures that each channel mode will exhibit the feel and 
tonal balance that the Deliverance is known for.
